EPIPHANY CAROL SERVICE TONIGHT AT 6.00PM As many of you will 
know, the medieval word “carole” originally meant a 
song to accompany dancing, and was not part of the 
Church’s liturgy. This does not mean it did not have a 
sacred subject, but only that it was not sung in church. 
Carols exist for most of the year round, but very few 
are sung apart from Christmass-tide and New Year. It 
was only the middle of the 19th century when carols 
were officially accepted into the worship of the Church 
of England and later still in the Catholic Church. What 
many of us call carols are, in fact, specially composed 
hymns without any kind of dance melody to them. Our 
Epiphany Carol Service will allow us to sing more of 
the traditional and modern songs of the season than 
we can manage at Mass. The worship will also pick up 
the themes of this end of Christmass- tide, of which we 
begin the last week this Sunday.
